Annual inspections have started, we have found an issue with tank T93 we were afraid that it was rusting
from inside, but with further investigating we think we can weld the crack, which will be a less expensive
repair.

S91 has covered 3,857 miles since it has been placed in service, which means that is a little less than 3800
miles that have not been put on engine 91.
