FY2020 Revenue Sources

The Clark County Assessor has estimated our taxable assessed value for FY2020 taxes at
$1,844,368,684. ; i L R

The taxable assessed value is an increase of approximately 2% over the previous year.

The District’s Fire Levy is not subject to the 1% increase limitation for FY2020 because the tax
payers of the District passed a Levy Lid Lift for the general operating fund in August 2019.

The Levy Lid Lift authorizes the District to collect property tax on assessed value, the statutory
maximum rate of $1.50 per thousand.

Estimated property tax for FY2020 Fire Levy is $2,766,533. -

The FY2020 EMS Levy is subject to the 1% limitation.
